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These are the guidelines used in the inspection of a proposed burn site. It should be noted that EPC staff reserve the right, based on their 
professional judgement, to evaluate a proposed burn according to these guidelines and other regulations that may be applicable. 

Application fees will be based on the number of acres cleared for burning. 2 acres or less $400.00; more than 2 acres $600.00. The 
appropriate fee must accompany all applications for open burning. This fee is required to defray expenses in performing professional services 
necessitated by the actions of private enterprise. Funds collected for said services are nonrefundable. Checks should be made payable to 
Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Commission. Return the completed application and fee to the Environmental Protection 
Commission of Hillsborouah Countv. 3629 Queen Palm Dr.. Tamoa. FL 33619. 
Staff will conduct an initial site inspection to verify that the project meets all criteria. Should the applicant not meet the specified guidelines, a 
subsequent inspection will be performed. If conditions/restrictions are not met after a third site inspection the application will be declined. 

Open burning authorizations issued under the prOVisions of Chapter 1-4 are for a 30 day period. A one time extension of 15 days is available 
without additional fees provided a legitimate need for the extension exists. A written request for an extension must be made 3 days prior to the 
expiration date. No applicant will be allowed to burn at anyone site for more than 180 days. Should the applicant exceed the 180 day time 
frame, they will be required to apply for a stationary permit through the EPC Air Permitting Section. 

Should the applicant meet these conditions, read carefully and sign the statement below.
